The following Officers have been awarded the D -7 Human Resources Challenge Coin 
Award for outstanding leadership in ensuring that their flotillas met District 7 member                  
retention goals by maintaining a 3% or less disenrollment while serving as Flotilla                            
Commanders from January 1, to December 31, 2011.   
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They came to Clearwater from Divisions 2, 4,  5, 7, 8 and  11.  Their trip was not funded 
and all their expenses were out -of -pocket.  There was no mileage reimbursement, no hotel 
reimbursement, no meal or per diem  reimbursement and yet they came and they were 
happy to be there!  

What could produce such a dedicated response from Auxiliarists?  It was the AUXCHEF 
Program offered at Coast Guard Air Station Clearwater March 23 -25, 2012.  Under the  
direction of Paulette Parent ADSO -HR/AUXCHEF along with instructors, Toni Borman, 
and Ara Charder,  the future AUXCHEFs met for class Friday at 0900.  Most of the                     
students had already visited the Air Station Clinic earlier that morning to receive the first 
of two Hepatitis -A inoculations (the second is administered after six months).  

Between Friday morning and Saturday evening, the eight students were educated in               
subjects ranging from nutrition, sanitation,  spice and herb identification, to correct knife 
handling.  Everyone, including some spouses, gathered for dinner Friday evening at a                        
local Italian restaurant and soon were  like a family sharing stories and united in their        
efforts to become AUXCHEFs.  By Sunday morning the original group of strangers was 
working with the Food Service personnel in the Air Stationôs galley preparing                         
omelets, pancakes, etc. and serving breakfast ñon the lineò to military personnel.  They 
were learning hands -on techniques and performing the lessons they had learned in the 
classroom and they were smiling and enjoying what they were doing.  Many were actually 
surprised at how far they had progressed in just three short days.  Although some had 
come w barely able to boil water while others had had extensive experience in the kitchen, 
all were now working together as a well -oiled machine, preparing a full lunch menu I                 
including soup, boneless pork loin, garlic mashed potatoes and Southern -style (fresh) 
green beans.  

The final group gathering after lunch was filled with praises for the AUXCHEF program 
and so much self -esteem that it was virtually palatable in the room!  All the students were 
eager to return home and continue training with their respective active duty stations.  
They were confident that they would complete their PQSs and become fully qualified 
AUXCHEFs as soon as possible.  Many were anxious to serve in Coast Guard galleys or 
aboard cutters as well as helping with Auxiliary functions.                                                                 

Once again, the AUXCHEF program had inspired a growing cadre of Auxiliarists anxious 

to serve.

 1. Are the Soft Shoulder Boards (Shoulder Loops) still authorized?  

 No.  AUXMAN 2012. Page 10 -20 section D.5. Enhanced shoulder boards 
shall be worn on all shirts having epaulets when worn as a Dress uniform 
and  on the wooly -pully or cardigan sweater. Shoulder loops are no 
longer authorized.  

2. What is the correct placement for the sleeve lace and shield for the               

Service Dress Coat?  

AUXMAN 2012 , Page 10 -31 Section F.1.b., Auxiliary silver sleeve lace  and 
shield are worn on Dinner Dress Blue jackets and Service Dress Blue 
coats.  The appropriate shield is centered outside the sleeve. The lace 
completely circles the sleeve and is terminated inside the sleeve seam at 
the back of the sleeve. The  first row of lace is two inches above the cuff. 
Each succeeding row of lace and the shield are ¼ inch above the                     
preceding lace. With the exception of DCOs, ANACOs, DNACOs, the 
VNACO, and the NACO, insignia appropriate to office held is the same as 
illustrated for shoulder boards.  DCOs, ANACOs, DNACOs, VNACO, and  
NACO wear silver sleeve lace similar to the gold sleeve lace of Coast 
Guard Flag officers.  

3. Are the mesh ball caps still authorized?  

AUXMAN 2012, Page 10 -17 Section D.3.b.,  caps that have mesh backs will 
no longer be authorized for wear as of December 31, 2012.  

4. Are Operation polos authorized with the ODUs?  

AUXMAN 2012, Page 10 -29 section E.4. the Auxiliary Operations Polo Shirt 
may be worn as an alternative to the Coast Guard Working Blue Uniform 
shirt, the Operational Dress Uniform (ODU) top, and the Hot Weather       
Uniform shirt for patrol activities. No logos, patches, insignia, name tapes, 
nor name tags of any type may be worn on this shirt.  
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We hear a great deal about mentoring in the Coast Guard Auxiliary, but what does it really 
mean?  Who are those mentors and how do they make a difference in our perceptions of 
who we are and what we might become in the Auxiliary?  

I cannot speak for others, so I will just talk about what mentors have meant to me,  how 
they helped me become a better Auxiliarist and how their direction and guidance aided in 
focusing my loyalty to Team Coast Guard.  My story should be the story of every person 
who inquires about becoming a member of the Coast Guard Auxiliary.  

When I joined in 2007, I had no idea about how to begin to do what was expected of me: 
get a uniform, get involved in activities, present myself as a member of the Auxiliary and 
fill out those activity forms (7029 and 7030).  The first person who helped me was a                 
member of Flotilla 91, Joan Inman.  She took me and another ñnewbieò over to the Coast 
Guard Exchange in Fort Myers and helped us get our uniforms and made sure we looked 
our best. Then another member, Terry Sweeney, taught me how to make out those 
monthly time reports (which is no easy task).  Bob Depuy encouraged me to go for boat 
crew and to study to be a vessel examiner. I wanted to fit in and I did as they directed.  I 
became a certified Vessel Examiner and in time, became boat crew certified. Shortly 
thereafter, I moved to another flotilla, 9 -10 in Cape Coral.  

In that flotilla, Donna Stull and Dan Godfrey encouraged me to ñgo for coxswainò and               
under their tutelage, that also happened.  Somewhere in that timeframe, John Tyson                
encouraged me to take Auxiliary Air courses and since I am a licensed pilot, I thought that 
would be another good fit.  I took the courses and became Aircrew in the Auxiliary. Then 
Lou Conti, my Division Commander, asked me to think about becoming the SO -PA but he 
had one requirement: if I took the position, I had to take C -School Aux -12. 

I had been involved in newspaper and television work during my working years and so, I 
took the position and went to school.  Mentoring didnôt stop. 

In Aux -12 School, Manny Romero and Tom Nunes encouraged me to be the best that I 
could be in PA work.  Shortly out of Aux -12, Tom Loughlin asked me to be ADSO -PA and 
he offered limitless hours of mentoring in the art of becoming a successful Public Affairs 
Officer in the Auxiliary.  When Tom Loughlin stepped down as DSO -PA and asked if I 
would take his position, I thought about it long and hard.  It certainly was and is a                
challenge, but I knew that I could give it my best shot because I had been encouraged and 
directed all along the way by people who gave me their time and their leadership.  

That is what mentoring means.  It means giving your time to help others ñbecome the best 
that they can be.ò  Anyone can do it.  All you have to do is decide to help that ñnewbieò or 
that other person find out what being a part of Team Coast Guard really is and then                 
applaud when they move forward. Mentoring is not momentary. It is continuous.  

And, it keeps us Semper Paratus.

Also, it has been brought to my attention that members are requesting QE missions before 
their ICS courses are entered into AUXDATA.  For Crew you must have ICS 100 and 700 
and Coxswain in addition you need ICS 200, 800 and 210.  Even though you may have 
taken a course, it does not count until it is entered into AUXDATA.  Before a QE mission is 
requested you should check with your FSO -IS to make sure these are in the system.   It 
will save a lot of time and trouble to have these done before the QE mission.

Code 01Að Marine Operations Mission  Patrol ï this is the mission code that 
will be used for most patrols.  

Code 02 ï Regatta Patrol ï this is for regattas that have a Marine Permit 
only.  Any other regattas should use Code 01A  

Code 03 ï Navigation Systems Patrols (old ATON) ï this is for missions          
assigned by CG or DSO -NS/SO -NS to check Aids to Navigation  

Code 22A ï Training Patrols ï this mission code should be used only when 
QE or AFS are on board for signoffs.  Do not use for training with CG or 
training to prepare for QE signoff.  

Code 10J ï COMREL ð this code is for Community Relations missions such 
as boat shows, VE blitzes, etc.  Many members still use 10G which is now for 
PA Training.  

Code 10K ï ñOtherò should be used by the PA officers for any work associ-
ated with their position instead of using Code 99A on the 7029 form.  

Code 10L ï Publications is the code to use for Publication Officers working 
on newsletters  

Code 10D ï Web Maintenance is for Webmasters for time working on               
Auxiliary websites.

Summer Issue  
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The current D7 website is being replaced with the National template to meet the standards 
required for all websites in the Auxiliary.  The old D7 template that is currently in use has 
many broken links and does not meet current National standards.  I have been working 
on a new website using the National template and plan to have the new website ñup and 
runningò as soon as possible. 

Units that are currently using the D7 template should plan to change over to the National 
template or another legacy platform that incorporates the National standards as the D7 
template and folders will be phased out.  

For those divisions and flotillas that do not have a webmaster or website, we are offering 
the WOW II website development tool.  WOW is a "pushbutton" website development 
platform that permits units to develop and maintain modern, attractive websites with           
absolutely no programming required.  Creating a website with WOW is no more difficult 
than ordering a book online and requires no tool beyond your favorite web browser.  

A basic unit website can be generated in less than 25 seconds - even by the Flotilla                     
Commander or Vice Flotilla Commander!   For this reason, units without webmasters 
("WOW"),  a CS officer, or anyone with "classical" Web programming can nonetheless 
have an immediate web presence with the "push of a button."   Divisions and Flotillas 
without a website are losing students and possible members to other flotillas that have a 
web presence.
