HOUSES OF REFUGE: PAST AND PRESENT    

There was a time when a person could walk for days on the beaches of South Florida without meeting 
anyone else. During the 1700 and 1800ôs Floridaôs coastal areas were populated by tribes of Native         
Americans and a few, ñpioneerò fisherman and farmers. It was a way of life that many chose but it was a 
problem for shipwrecked mariners whose sailing ships were blown off course during a tropical storm or 
hurricane. Survivors often found themselves looking for help that sometimes arrived too late.  
 
The United States government recognized the problem. They dealt with it by funding the building of a 
few sheds along the coast of Florida and stocking them with food and supplies. A few years later,                         
volunteer crews, equipped with life saving equipment, used the sheds and equipment to rescue                      
shipwrecked sailors. As the nation grew, ships and lives were lost in increasing numbers. Insurance                     
companies, ship owners and concerned citizens pressured the government to do more to rescue mariners 
and to make sailing safer. Navigational equipment was improved, charts became more accurate, and 
lighthouses were built along the coast. These changes resulted in the loss of fewer ships and saving more 
lives of stranded sailors. However, not everyone was pleased with the changes. Some residents of coastal 
areas were accustomed to supplementing their livelihoods by salvaging the cargos of wrecked ships.  
Henry M. Field visited Jupiter in the 1880s. He met a group of residents known as ñWreckersò. Field                   
described them as being aé  ñrough set of mené(who) set decoy lights to mislead seaman in dark nights 
and draw them to their destructionò (and then)éò pounced on the helpless crew as vultures sweep down 
on a camel that has fallen on the desert éò Field addedéòold wreckers look very sullenly at this
(improvements in safety and navigation) interference of Government with their legitimate businessò. 
(Henry M. Field, Bright Skies and Dark Shadows, Scribnerôs and Sons, 1890, pps. 74-75) 
 
Shipwrecked mariners once again benefited when the Federal Governmentôs Treasury Department 
formed The United States Life Saving Service and appointed Sumner I. Kimball, director. Kimball             
authorized and funded the construction of Houses of Rescue. Ten Houses were built at intervals along 
Floridaôs coast and others were eventually built along the entire East Coast of the United States. Years 
later, the houses were turned over to The Life Saving Service. Volunteer crews occupied them. The crews 
practiced weekly with life saving equipment till they were ñproficient and professional in their rescue         
operationsò. (LifeSavingService.org). In 1915, the volunteers of the Life Saving Service were replaced by

With the advent of steam powered vessels in 1900ôs, the number of shipwrecks was drastically reduced.  
The careers of Wreckers came to an end.  Houses of Refuge fell into a state of disrepair.

HOUSES OF REFUGE: PAST AND PRESENT    

Of the ten houses built along Floridaôs East Coast between 1876 and 1885, Gilbertôs Bar, located in Stuart 
Florida, is the only house left in existence. (Thurlow and Thurlow, Gilbertôs Bar House of Refuge,                      
Southwestern Printing Company, Stuart, Fl.) 
 
It was constructed in 1876 and was designated, House of Refuge No. 2. Today it is listed on the National 
Register of Historic Places. It is maintained by Martin County. The restored house, the countyôs oldest 
building, is now a museum.  The main floor contains a bedroom, living room, office, dining area and 
kitchen. The top floor, not open to visitors, is a bunk room used for stranded mariners. The lower floor 
contains equipment used in rescues. In addition, there are records and photographs of its use by the      
Navy during WWII as a look out station for submarines and finally, as a Coast Guard Station.  
 
When the war ended the station became surplus government property. On June 11th 1952 Martin County 
Commissioners bought the property and restored the House. 
 
Gilbertôs Bar is a present day reminder of the Coast Guardôs heritage and that of another volunteer                     
organization that practices with life saving equipment and demonstrates proficiency and professionalism 
in its operations: the Coast Guard Auxiliary. 
 
Gilbertôs Bar is located at 301 SE MacArthur Blvd., Hutchinson Island, Stuart 34996. Jim McCormick is 
the Keeper. He and a staff of docents conduct tours of the site daily. Call 772 225 1875 for exact times.

C-130 Missing Drop Gear

Have you ever wondered what happens to lost C-130 practice 
cans & chutes? 
  
   On November 7th 2018 USCG Auxiliarists Harvey Prior and 
Robert Bonnem set out on a non USCG mission to recover some 
lost USCG equipment. Let us move back about three weeks prior 
to set up the story. 
 
   Auxiliarist Prior was out as crew doing C-130 drops.  The drop 
was made from the aircraft and all five bags were recovered, but                          
the pump can and its drogue chute sank. Much effort was put 
into trying to pull in the line (still attached to the sunken can and 
chute), to no avail. It would not budge. It was finally decided to 
cut the line and proceed back to base. Before leaving, Prior asked 
for the latitude/longitude position.  
 
   Yes - Harvey, being a longtime and accomplished diver was 
hatching a plan. Harvey and Rob regularly dive together from 
Harveyôs Boat, the ñB4IVò (also a facility).  Having the                            
approximate location of the sunken materials, why not try a 
search/locate and if possible, recover the can and chute? He 
mentioned his plan to Rob and they both agreed to try for this 
close to needle-in-a-haystack dive. 
 
   The rest of the story, as told by Rob: ñEarly morning on the 7th 
of November, Harvey, my wife Sharon (as surface watch) and I 
set out from Priorôs Marina. It took about 75 minutes in smooth 
seas to reach the approximate position. Using the vesselôs bottom 
and side scan sonar we hit on some possible targets. A couple of 
quick stops and short drops in to check the bottom kept us               
moving on. We anchored at the approximate position where the 
line was cut and I descended the 35-40 feet to start a search.     
Using a finger spool - a lifeline for wreck dives - I fastened one 
end to the down line and proceeded to swim circle searches in 
fifteen foot progressions. The underwater visibility that day was 
fifteen feet, so that dictated the sweep lengths. On the second 
sweep at thirty feet from the anchored vessel, I saw a small chute 
floating up from the bottom, wrapped many times around a coral 
head.  As I got closer I saw the bright red of the can, on its side 
with a split seam and full of water. At this point, Harvey knew I 
had something once he saw my bubbles staying in one area. I 
attached a line and deployed my orange lift bag to mark the spot. 
Now it was Harveyôs turn! 
 
   Harvey rolled in and swam to the target. He attached his lift 
bag as well, cut the lines around the coral head (no easy job) and 
swam back to the boat, towing the chute and the can, which were 
still underwater. Once he was back to the boat, we pulled in the 
chute. We got that onboard easily but the can was another                     
matter. Being split on the bottom and full of water it took both 
my pulling and Harvey pushing up from the water to finally get it 
up on the platform.   All in all, an excellent adventure!ò 
 
   The end of the story occurred a week later.  A night C-130                      
mission on the B4IV, with Harvey as coxswain and Rob as 
crew.  They turned the gear over to the Coasties onboard, with 
the promise that the can was never to be used again.

The Mayor with little resistance surrenders the Key to 
the City of Tampa to the Captain of Ye Mystic Krewe. 
With the Key to the City in their hands, they launch their 
victory celebration in the Parade of Pirates down 
Bayshore Boulevard. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Each year in January, the siege is repeated. The pirate 
ship Jose Gaspar sails into the harbor near downtown 
Tampa with a flotilla of hundreds of boats. The pirates 
blast away with pistols and cannons as they prepare to 
invade and take the Key of the City. The captain and his 
krewe share their wealth of  trinkets, doubloons and 
necklaces with the enthusiastic crowd. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Today itôs one of the most popular attractions in              
Tampa and brings in over 300,000 spectators to line 
the street for the Childrenôs Parade and Gasparilla     
Pirate Fest and Parade. 

Division 11 Commander Leslie Long and Flotilla          
Commander Kristi Mackey of 11-10 both belong to                       
Gasparilla Krewes.   
 
Kristi is a member of Krewe of Venus, Tampaôs                   
second-oldest Gasparilla Krewe.

Leslie is a member of Grace OôMalley, which was 
formed in 1992 when fourteen women, active in the 
Tampa community had a vision about forming an                    
all-female Krewe.

The Aquarium in part-
nership with Tikkun HaYam: Scubi Jew, Green Gas-
parilla, USCG Aux Flotilla 11-10 Dunedin and ñKeep 
Tampa Bay Beautifulò collected 139 pounds of trash 
and retrieved 116 pounds of beads (2,030 beads) out 
of the Bay!
