Marine Mammal First Responder and Rescue Basics Workshop

Manatee season has started! On Saturday, November 5,
John Cassady of the Florida Fish & Wildlife Conservation
Commission gave a workshop for Coast Guard active
duty, Auxiliarists, and guests at Flotilla 36 base in Boca
Raton. Over 65 people attended this informative
workshop, just as the seasonal manatee migration starts
to flow south into the warmer coastal and inland waters of
South Florida. This workshop was coordinated by Otto
Spielbichler (SO-MS for Division 5), Pat Feighery (DCAP-
East for District 7), and the Flotilla 36 bridge.

John’s primary message was to inform boaters,
particularly Auxiliarists on safety patrols, vessel exams, and public education classes, about the wildlife
alert hotline: 1-888-404-3922. John and the FWC team respond to phone calls 24/7 and urge boaters or
coastal residents to alert them about injured/dead manatees or other large marine wildlife, including sea
turtles and dolnhins

John’s slide show included many important things

to know about manatees, and here are some

highlights:

e Manatees have been protected from being

hunted by federal law since 1893. In
Florida, harassment of manatees is illegal,
and this includes approaching and feeding
them.

e They can live over 40 years, and an
average healthy adult is about 9-10 feet in
length and approximately 1200 pounds in
weight.

e Many manatees migrate twice a year
(heading south for the winter and north for
the summer for food) and can be found in
any type of waterway, including ICW,
canals, rivers, locks, and along the ocean
coastline.

° They are herbivores and live mainly on
sea grass, but will also eat other
vegetation.
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e Last year, with our extreme cold weather, there were 767 deaths statewide, many from cold-
stress.

e Watercraft collisions are still the most common man-made cause of death.

e Injuries and deaths often occur from propeller wounds, but they can also occur just from impact,
so even jet skis and jet drive boats are a danger to manatees.

Signs to look for before calling the hotline:
e Manatees will often sleep at the surface, when they die they will float belly-up.

e If amanatee is beached, if could be a self-protective beaching. Call the hotline and wait for a
response, but do not attempt to push the animal back into the water.

What can boaters do?
e Slow down and observe speed zones on the water.

e Stay in marked channels and away from the seagrass beds where manatees feed.

e Wear polarized sunglasses and keep a lookout to spot objects beneath the water. Look for
“swirling” that occurs when manatees dive.

e Stay knowledgeable about marine mammals and inform the public about guidelines.
Do not call about manatees traveling or resting normally, even when in the middle of the channel — the
rescue team does not interfere with normal behavior. Also note that mating behavior might appear to be
“fighting” among several manatees, and John cautioned us to stay far away from this behavior and do not
attempt to disturb them, but report it to the hotline.

Consider carrying a sign “Manatee” that you can show to oncoming boaters to slow them down when you
spot manatees in the channel.

If you spot a wounded, dead, or distressed manatee (or other large creature):
e Call 1-888-404-3922. Leave a call back number and location.
¢ If you are on a safety patrol, call the hotline first, and then alert the station of your call to FWC.

Pictures and locational coordinates make rescue/salvage more efficient. Also report the position of

the animal (belly-side up, back up, or listing).

There is also a large memorial for three
Coasties who died when their 47 footer was
rolled several times and three of the four
aboard were killed. The 47 was heading out
in rough weather to a sailboat in distress
when was pushed and rolled over several
times onto the rocks. The coast up here is
filled with large "needles" like those sticking

out at Big Sur.  Also the larger islands dot the
upper US Coast.

While at the Station in the Communications
Room, a weather system containing 60 knot
winds and the seas were measured at 30 feet
and was rolling over the berm separating the

river and the ocean. Rivers are overflowing
now and the news here shows the salmon
flopping over the highways (thinking they are

going to spawning grounds). Many people
were shown picking them up off the road and
throwing them back into the river. The
weather here is pouring, cold (42 degrees)

and gusts to 50 mph. Overall it was most
informative and when there is a rescue,

the crew must be on their "A" game as the
seas here are very dangerous. This is shown
